S8 LOOK OUT FOR HIDDEN LEAKS

Hidden water leaks in household pipes can
happen to anyone and you don’t often know
about it until you get a big water bill.

Bunbury resident Dyna Dodson was
horrified when she received a water bill for
more than $2,500 because of a hidden leak
which wasted 1056K] or about 21 domestic
size swimming pools of water.

This equates to 7761 litres a day, amounting
to 16,000 litres.

Dynaimmediately called a plumber who
located damaged pipes caused by tree roots.

CUSTOMER SERVICE

Aqwest reads each household’s water
meter three times a year. Our officers are
legally allowed to enter private property
to obtain these readings and we ask that

it was to read my meter | started doing it

To avoid hidden leaks, simply record your
water meter numbers regularly. If there is
asudden increase in water use, this could
indicate a hidden leak.

Next - call a plumber to fix the leak - the
sooner a plumber is called, the lower your
water bill will be.
